Why We’re Building This 

Alameda Point Coworking is more than a space — it’s a movement. 

We’re launching a community-owned coworking space located in one of the Bay Area’s most 
exciting emerging waterfront hubs — just steps from the ferry to San Francisco. This space is 
being designed as a collaborative environment where technologists, civic innovators, digital 
equity activists, artists, and social entrepreneurs can gather to work, learn, share, and 
co-create. 

We envision a regenerative, Commons-based model that breaks away from the extractive, 
venture-backed coworking model. Here, collaboration trumps competition, and everyone 
contributes to the stewardship of the space.
